Jay started his minor hockey journey at the Memorial arena in 1973. 
Soon to move up into the Rep system his competitive playing days culminated in 1977/78 with the Jr B Georgetown Geminis. Jay’s coaching career was next on the agenda and began with the house league 84/85 season. 
Moving into an assistant role with the Jr A Raiders in 88/90 and then with Brandon University from 1990-92, then back to the Raiders for 1992-94. 
For the 93/94 season Jay was named the head coach of the Oakville Blades, then came back to Georgetown for the 94/95 season. 
All coaches are hired to be fired, and Jay was no different in that regard, being let go after 20 games, only to return the next season with the team under new management. 
The 97/98 season found the team in first place, but still Jay was let go. Jay then moved back to the Oakville Blades for 4 seasons, winning Coach of the Year in 2001-2002. 
After another one year stint with the Raiders, he moved on to coach the Mississauga Chargers and then the Villanova Knights. 
Jay was proud to represent Georgetown at every opportunity he could and he volunteered as a coach and evaluator for several OMHA, OHA and Team Ontario (U17) camps from 1992-99.

 Jay was hired to be a minors scout for the Calgary Flames from 2001-2006. Tangled within all of these commitments, Jay was a high school hockey coach for 14 years.
In 2003 Jay became the President of the Halton Hills Hockey League, and continues to this day allowing a place for Georgetown players to have a competitive league to play in their own backyard. 
Jay was involved with the Task Force to help determine the future direction of arenas in Halton Hills and continues to serve as an active member of the Hockey Heritage Council as well as being the Chair of the GHHC Old Timers Tournament.
